Theological engagement (catechesis). Join our Partnership Course. (See below ). 

Almsgiving. Consider renewing your gift to the church which costs £450 per day to 
stay open!! Become a generous giver and help our church’s mission & ministry. 
Prayer. The way of deepening our relationship with God. If words are difficult, 
simply wait with God in silence? Come to silent prayer on weekdays at 9am.  

An hour out—spend an hour to share with Gavin any of those difficult questions, 
Just email for a time to meet.   

House blessing — get the children involved with the chalking of the door.  
Stations of the Cross each Friday in Lent at 6pm. Walk and pray Jesus’ last steps. 

The Easter Triduum. Really important that we all attend on Good Friday, Holy 
Saturday so that we receive the fullness of the Easter joy. Put dates in your diary!  

ELECTORAL ROLL (ER)  
Every six years we are required to renew our Electoral Roll completely. During 

March 2019 we have to compile St Michael’s ER from scratch. If you were 
previously on the ER, there is a pre-printed form in Church for you to collect, 

review, sign and return. If you would like to be included on the ER for the first 
time, there is a blank form in Church for you to complete and return. The 

compilation of the ER must be complete by 28 March – this is your deadline!
